DAY ONE: God of Revival

MAIN POINT // God is a God of Revival 
Revival is personal spiritual awakening from the Holy Spirit to obedience, 

worship, and purpose. When God saw darkness, He created light. When 

sin separated us from God, He created a way for healing and restoration. 

The entirety of scripture is a roadmap for God’s plan of redemption and 

renewal for His people.

DAY TWO: Revival in my Life

MAIN POINT // Jesus Redeems our Brokenness 
We are broken and yet, the  God of Revival sees us and has made  

a way back to Him.  Through the life, death, and resurrection of  

His Son, He restores us to a right relationship with Him. 

FOCUS VERSE // “This saying is trustworthy and deserving of full 
acceptance: “Christ Jesus came into the world to save sinners” 
—and I am the worst of them. - 1 Timothy 1:15

DAY THREE: Revival in My Community 

MAIN POINT // When revival happens with us,  
it will happen in our community 

Revival is not limited to individuals. When we surround  

ourselves with other believers, we see how the Holy Spirit 

can move in a community to spread the work of revival from 

individuals to a city.

FOCUS VERSE // “When Jesus saw their faith, He said to the man, 
“Friend, your sins are forgiven.” - Luke 5: 20



DAY FOUR: Revival in My Generation 

MAIN POINT // By obedience, revival can spread to  
my generation.

As we wait for the full revival and restoration of our world, we can 

speak the good news of Jesus and the ultimate revival it brings to 

those around us. Revival is not just a moment in time or a show 

stopping worship service; but rather, it is a movement of God. 

Revival is enacted by consistent prayer of believers in the hope 

that those around them would come to know the everlasting and 

all encompassing love of God. 

FOCUS VERSE // “Praising God 
and enjoying the favor of  
all the people. And the Lord 
added to their number daily 
those who were being saved.”
